Christ, the Son of God - Psalm 2
Evidence that Psalm 2 is a Messianic Psalm: 

· Acts 4:25-28 indicates that Psa. 2:1-2 refers to the trials of Christ before Herod & Pilate.
· Acts 13:33 indicates Psa. 2:7 refers to Christ’s resurrection.
I.   DEFIANCE FROM THE WORLD (vs. 1-3)
A.
“The rulers take counsel together, against the LORD, and against His Anointed.” (vs. 2)
· This is clearly a reference to Herod and Pilate working together to crucify Christ. (Luke 23:12; Acts. 4:25-28)

· It is also a reference to a world that is united in defying God at all times. (Psa. 10:4; Psa. 14:2-3; Psa. 78:56-58) This rebellion against God is described in Rom. 1:21-23:
· Fail to honor God as God. (vs. 21a; Psa. 29:1-2; 1 Cor. 10:31)

· Fail to thank God for His provision since they don’t acknowledge God. (vs. 21b)  
· Become foolish in their speculation because they reject the truth. (vs. 21c-22)
· Create their own gods from the creation. (vs. 23; Jere. 16:20)
· Finally, it refers to the rebellion against Christ in the end times. (Rev. 16:14-16) 
B.  They “break Their bonds in pieces and cast away Their cords from us.” (vs. 3)
· The world is united in casting off God’s authority.

· Jesus illustrated this attitude in a parable. (Luke 19:12-14)
II.   DERISION FROM THE FATHER (vs. 4-5)

A.
“He who sits in the heavens shall laugh; The LORD shall hold them in derision.” (vs. 4)
· God laughs because the world is in no position to defy God. (Psa. 37:13; Psa. 59:8)
· God maintains His authority whether men accept it or not. (Isa. 42:8)
· God is still supreme Ruler of the universe. (Isa. 43:10b-13)
B.
“Then He shall speak to them in His wrath, and distress them in His deep displeasure.” (vs. 5)
· God’s wrath is being manifested against the world even now. (Psa. 7:11; Rom. 1:18)

· God will not allow the world to defy without dire consequences. (2 Thes. 1:6-9)  
III.   DECLARATION ABOUT THE SON (vs. 6-9)
A. “I have set My King on My holy hill of Zion.” (vs. 6)

· First, this is probably a reference of Christ pouring out His blood on Mount Calvary.
· Second, this is a reference of Christ during His Second Coming. (Isa. 2:2-3)

B.
“You are My Son, today I have begotten You.” (vs. 7)
· Christ is God’s only begotten Son. (John 1:14 & 18; John 3:16 & 18; Act 13:33; Heb. 1:5; Heb. 5:5; 1 John 4:9)
· However, this is also a reference to His resurrection. (Acts 13:32-33; Rev. 1:5)

C.  “I will give You the nations for Your inheritance.” (vs. 8)
· Christ will reign over the nations. (Heb. 1:8)
· It has not yet happened (Heb. 2:8), but it will happen. (Isa. 46:11b)
D.  “You shall break them with a rod of iron, You shall dash them in pieces.” (vs. 9)
· Christ will judge the heathen. (Rev. 2:25-27; Rev. 12:5; Rev. 19:15)
IV.   DECISION BY EACH INDIVIDUAL (vs. 10-12)

A.
God appeals to the mind. – “Be wise … be instructed.” (vs. 10)
· Those who say there is no God are fools. (Psa. 14:1a; Psa. 53:1a)

· Wisdom begins with the fear of the Lord. (Psa. 111:10; Prov. 9:10)
· Wisdom is measured by how much one observes God’s Word. (Deut. 4:5-6)
B.
God appeals to the will. – “Serve the LORD with fear.” (vs. 11)
· Those who do not serve God, serve sin and lust. (Rom. 6:16-22; Tit. 3:3)
C.
God appeals to the heart. – “Kiss the Son, lest He be angry, and you perish.” (vs. 12a)
· Those who do not pay homage to the Son will perish. (John 3:36)
· “Blessed are all those who put their trust in Him.” (vs. 12b)
