Christ, the King of Glory - Psalm 24
Evidence that Psalm 24 is a Messianic Psalm is based on the questions raised in verses 8 & 10: 

· “Who is this King of glory?” The answer: “The Lord strong and mighty, the Lord mighty in battle.” 

Compare with Rev. 19:11-16 – Christ will strike the nations and rule them with a rod of iron. 

· “Who is this King of glory?” The answer: “The Lord of hosts, He is the King of glory.” 

Compare with Acts 10:36 – Christ is the Lord of all.
· “Who is this King of glory?” The answer: It can be no one other than Christ. 
I.   THE EARTH IS THE LORD’S (vs. 1-2)
A.
The earth belongs to Christ. (vs. 1)
· According to Matthew (Matt. 11:27a; Matt. 28:18)
· According to the author of Hebrews (Heb. 1:2b)
B.
The earth was created by Christ. (vs. 2)
· According to John (John 1:3)
· According to Paul (Col. 1:16)
· According to the author of Hebrews (Heb. 1:2c)

II.   WHO MAY COME TO THE LORD? (vs. 3-6)
A. Those who have clean hands. (vs. 4a)
· This is a person who is holy in outward actions. (Psa. 18:20, 24; 1 Tim. 2:8; Jam. 4:8)
B. Those who have a pure heart. (vs. 4b)
· This is a person who is holy in inward thoughts. (Psa. 73:1; Matt. 5:8; 2 Tim. 2:22)
C. Those who are not idolaters. (vs. 4c)

· This is a person who has a right relationship to God. (1 Cor. 10:14; 2 Cor. 6:16; Eph. 5:5)
D. Those who do not swear deceitfully, i.e., false witnesses. (vs. 4d)

· This is a person who has a right relationship to others. (Prov. 12:17; 19:9; Rom. 13:9)
E. Those who receive righteousness from God. (vs. 5)
· Good intentions and sincere efforts will never be enough. (Matt. 5:20, 48)

· Our righteousness can’t make us right with God. (Isa. 64:6a)

· The good news is that God has done for us what we could never do for ourselves.            (Rom.  3:21-26)

· Apart from self-effort. (vs. 21a; Rom. 3:28; 4:6; Gal. 2:21; 3:11; 2 Tim. 1:9; Tit. 3:5)
· Affirmed by Scripture. (vs. 21b; Isa. 61:10; Ezek. 36:25-27)

· Acquired by faith. (vs. 22a; Rom. 4:5; 5:1; Eph. 2:8)

· Available to all who believe. (vs. 22b; Acts 13:39; Gal. 2:16)
· Accomplished through redemption. (vs. 24; 1 Tim. 2:6; 1 Pet. 1:18-19)
· Acceptable to the Father – “propitiation”. (vs. 25-26; Heb. 2:17; 1 John 2:2; 4:10 )  

F.
Those who seek after God. (vs. 6)
· If you seek after God, you will find Him. (Deut. 4:29; Jere. 29:13; Acts 17:27)

· If you ask for wisdom, you will understand. (Jam. 1:5; Prov. 2:3-6; John 6:45)
III.   THE LORD IS COMING (vs. 7-10)
A. His First Coming
· According to James Montgomery Boice citing ancient rabbinical sources, Psalm 24 was always used in worship on the first day of the week (i.e., on Sunday).
· Jesus entered Jerusalem on Palm Sunday, the first day of the week.
· At the very time Jesus was approaching Jerusalem on a donkey and the multitude was shouting “Hosanna to the Son of David!”, the priests in the temple were singing Psa. 24:9-10. 
B. His Second Coming
· The Son of Man will come on the clouds with power and great glory. (Matt. 24:30)

· The Son of Man will conquer and destroy all His enemies. (Rev. 19:19-21)

· The Son of Man will come in all His glory. (Matt. 25:31-34, 41)
· The Son of Man will sit on a glorious throne. (Matt. 19:28; 25:31)
