Christ, Man of Sorrows - Psalm 69
Evidence that Psalm 69 is a Messianic Psalm: 

· John 15:25 quotes Psalm 69:4 

· John 2:17 quotes Psalm 69:9a.

· Rom. 15:3 quotes Psalm 69:9b.

· John 19:28-29 refers to Psalm 69:21.
· David’s personal experience provides the background for Psalm 69, but by inspiration, he is anticipating the experiences of Jesus Christ in the garden and on the cross.

I. CHRIST’S SITUATION IN THE GARDEN (vs. 1-7)
A. “I sink in deep mire … I am weary of my crying.” (vs. 2-3)
· Jesus was exceedingly sorrowful as His hour approached. (Matt. 26:36-39)
· He felt like He was in a horrible pit filled with miry clay. (Psa. 40:2)
B.  “Those who hate me without a cause … would destroy me, being my enemies wrongfully.” (vs.4)
· Jesus was being persecuted by his enemies, not because they had cause, but because they did not know God. (John 15:21-25) 
· This prophecy is also declared in two other Psalms. (Psa. 35:19; Psa. 109:3)
C. “And my sins are not hidden from you.” (vs. 5)

· Obviously, Jesus did not sin, but He became sin so that we might be saved. (2 Cor. 5:21)
· Jesus knew that God could not look upon the sin (Hab. 1:13); and because He became sin, He knew that He would be subject to the wrath of God. (Rom. 5:8-10)
D. “Let not those who seek You be confounded.” (vs. 6)

· Jesus prayed that His disciples would not fall away when He was arrested, tried and crucified. (Matt. 26:31; Luke 22:31-34; John 17:6-15)
II.   CHRIST’S OPPOSITION FROM OTHERS (vs. 8-12)
A.
“I have become a stranger to my brothers, and an alien to my mother’s children.” (vs. 8)
· Notice that the verse does not read “an alien to my father’s children.”
· At the time of His death, Jesus’ half siblings did not believe in Him. (John 7:5)

· They thought He was crazy. (Mark 3:21) 

B.
“The reproaches of those who reproach You have fallen on me.” (vs. 9)
· In pleasing the Father, Christ received reproach. (John 5:30; Rom. 15:3)

· Since people hate God, they hated the One who revealed God. 
C. “I became a byword to them.” (vs. 11)

· When people heard Jesus name, they thought of Him as a religious nut. (Matt. 8:34; Mark 3:21; John 6:66; 10:20)
D. “Those who sit in the gate speak against me.” (vs. 12)
· Those who sit in the gate refer to the rulers, i.e., the priests, the scribes and the Pharisees. (Gen. 19:1; Ruth 4:1; 2 Sam. 19:8; Esth. 5:13; Prov. 31:23)
· They spoke often against Christ. (Matt. 9:3; 12:24; 26:65; Mark 3:22; Luke 11:53; 16:14; John 8:13; 9:16a)
III.   CHRIST’S PETITION ON THE CROSS (vs. 13-21)
A. “Deliver me out of the mire, and let me not sink.” (vs. 14)
· Jesus was sinking into death, and He prayed that He would not be bound there. (Psa. 16:10)
B.
“Let not the pit shut its mouth on me.” (vs. 15)

· Jesus was not abandoned by God in permanent separation from the Father. (Acts 10:40)
· Jesus prayed that the Father would raise Him from the dead, which is exactly what God did.  (Acts 3:26; 4:10; 13:34-35, 37; Rom. 10:9; Gal. 1:1; Col. 2:12; 1 Pet. 1:21)
C.  
“Do not hide Your face from Your servant, for I am in trouble.” (vs. 18b)
· However, for three hours, the Father seems to have forsaken Him. (Matt. 27:46)
D.  “You know my reproach, my shame and my dishonor; my adversaries are all before You.”(vs. 19)

· The soldiers, the mockers, even Satan and the demons surrounded Him. (Psa. 22:12-13, 16)
E.  “I looked for comforters, but I found none.” (vs. 20)

· Most of His disciples had deserted Him. (Matt. 26:31; Mark 14:48-50; John 16:32)
· He was the Man of sorrows. (Isa. 53:3)
