Christ, the Eternal Savior - Psalm 102
Evidence that Psalm 102 is a Messianic Psalm: 

· The writer of Hebrews quotes Psalm 102:25-27 when speaking of the Son of God. (Heb. 1:10-12)
I.   CHRIST, THE SUFFERING SERVANT (vs. 1-11)
A. “Hear my prayer, O Lord … Do not hide Your face from me.” (vs. 1-2)
· When read in a messianic context, this Psalm becomes similar to Psalm 22 and Psalm 69 reflecting the thoughts of Christ on the cross.
· The prayer in verses 1 & 2 are nearly identical to the prayer found in Psa. 69:17. 
· It seems to echo Christ’s cry on the cross not to forsake Him. (Psa. 22:1-2; Matt. 27:46)
B.
“My heart is stricken and withered like grass ... My bones cling to my skin.” (vs. 4-5)
· These verses reflect Christ’s physical condition as He hung on the cross.

· His heart was broken. (Psa. 22:14)

· His bones were clearly evident to the eye. (Psa. 22:17)

C.
“I am like a pelican of the wilderness; … an owl of the desert; … a sparrow alone.” (vs. 6-7)
· Although surrounded by a crowd, Christ’s disciples had deserted Him. (Matt. 26:31; Mark 14:50; John 16:32)
· Like these three birds, Christ was alone. (Psa. 22:11) 

D.
“You have lifted me up and cast me away.” (vs. 10b)
· Christ was lifted up on a brutal cross. (John 12:32-33)

· Christ was cast down into the dust of death. (Psa. 22:15)

II.   CHRIST, THE RISEN SAVIOR (vs. 12-15)
A. “You, O Lord, shall endure forever.” (vs. 12)
· Death cannot hold Christ, because He is the Creator of life.
B.
“You will arise ... Yes, the set time, has come.” (vs. 13)
· Christ’s hour of death was set. (John 7:30; 8:20; 16:32)
· Christ’s hour of resurrection was set. (Matt. 27:63; Mark 8:31; John 2:19)
III.   CHRIST, THE REIGNING RULER (vs. 16-22)

A. “For the Lord shall build up Zion.  He shall appear in His glory.’” (vs. 16)

· This is a reference to the Second Coming and the Millennial Kingdom. (Matt. 24:29-31)
B.
“When the peoples are gathered together, and the kingdoms, to serve the Lord.” (vs. 22)
· During the Millennial Kingdom, many peoples will gather together to seek Christ. (Zech. 8:20-23)  
IV. CHRIST, THE ETERNAL CREATOR (vs. 23-28) 
A. “Of old You laid the foundation of the earth.” (vs. 25a; Heb. 1:10a)
· “In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.” (Gen. 1:1)

· Christ is the Creator of the heavens and the earth. (John 1:3; Col. 1:16; Heb. 1:2)
· Therefore, Christ is God. (John 20:28)

B.  “The heavens are the work of your hands.” (vs. 25b; Heb. 1:10b)
· “The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament shows His handiwork.” (Psa. 19:1)
· Therefore, God and Christ are one. (John 17:21-22)
C. “They will perish, but You will endure.” (vs. 26a; Heb. 1:11a)
· Creation will be destroyed by fire, but not the Creator. (2 Pet. 3:10)
· Therefore, Christ is eternal. (1 Tim. 1:17)
D. “They will be changed, but You are the same.” (vs. 26b-27a; Heb. 1:12b)
· Creation will be changed, but not the Creator.
· Therefore, Christ is immutable, He never changes. (Heb. 13:8)
E. “Your years will have no end.” (vs. 27b; Heb. 1:12c)
· Therefore, Christ continues forever.  (Heb. 7:24)
