HEAR THE WORD WHICH THE LORD SPEAKS TO YOU
Jeremiah 10:1-12
I.   DO NOT LEARN THE WAYS OF THE WORLD (vs. 2-3) 
A. The ways of the world are worthless. (vs. 3a)
· Whether it is philosophy, astrology, or just plain idolatry, the ways of this world will draw you away from God. (Col. 2:8; 1 John 2:15)
· As a person pursues the ways of the world, he forgets that the world is passing away.        (1 John 2:17)
B. The ways of the world are instigated by Satan.
· Satan is the prince of this world. (John 12:31; 16:11; 1 John 5:19)
· Satan preys on those in the world who are unaware of his schemes. (1 Pet. 5:8) 

· Satan uses the world to snatch the word of God out of people’s minds before it can take root. (Matt. 13:19)

· Satan’s goal is to blind the world so that they will not believe nor be enlightened by the gospel message. (2 Cor. 4:4)
· Satan is so effective that the world does not know that they are victims of Satan and his demons. (2 Cor. 11:14-15; Eph. 6:12)

C. The ways of the world are summarized in 1 John 2:16.
· Lust of the flesh – They indulge in what feels good.  This relates to one’s passions.

· Lust of the eyes – They acquire what looks good.  This relates to one’s possessions.
· Pride of life – They impress so that they feel good.  This relates to one’s position.
D. The ways of the world are opposed to God and to God’s children.
· Friendship with the world is enmity with God. (James 4:4)
· Those controlled by the sinful nature are hostile to God. (Rom. 8:7-8)
· The world hates Christ because He testifies that what it does is evil. (John 7:7)
· The world hates believers because it hates Christ. (John 15:18, 20)

· The world hates believers because believers do not belong to the world. (John 15:19, 17:14)
· Therefore, do not be surprised if the world hates believers. (1 John 3:13)

II.  
WORSHIP GOD FOR WHO HE IS (vs. 6-12)
A. There is none like God. (vs. 6a, 7b; Isa. 40:25-26; 44:6; 45:5-7, 18, 21b-22; 46:9-10)
B. Most of the world does not give God His rightful due. (vs. 7a) 
· Some deny that God even exists; they are fools. (Psa. 14:1a)
· Some fabricate an idol and call it a god; they are ignorant. (vs. 3-5; Isa. 2:8; 40:18-20) 

· Some believe that they are gods; they are stupid. (Ex.  Dan. 4:28-37; Acts 12:21-23)
· Some define God differently than He in defined in the Bible; they are disillusioned.           (Ex.  Acts 8: 9-13, 17-24)
· None of these give God His rightful due.

C. God is the one true God. (vs. 10a)
· Eternal life comes by knowing the only true God and His Son Jesus Christ. (John 17:3)

· Eternal life comes from turning from idols and serving the living and true God. (1 Thes. 1:9)

D. God is the living God. (vs. 10b; Psa. 42:1-2; 84:1-2)
· We trust in the living God to save us. (John 6:69; 1 Tim. 4:10)

· We are the temple of the living God. (2 Cor. 6:16; Heb. 13:5)

E. God is the everlasting King. (vs. 10c; Dan. 4:3; 2 Pet. 1:10-11)
F. God is the righteous Judge. (vs. 10d; Nahum 1:2; Rom. 1:18)
· Everyone in the world will give an account to God at the end of the age. (1 Pet. 4:5)

· Everyone in the world will be judged according to his works. (Rev. 20:11-15)

G. God is the almighty Creator. (vs. 12; Gen. 1:1; Ex. 20:11; Psa. 102:25)

· Most of the world denies that God created the heavens and the earth. (Heb. 11:1-3) 
· They reject the obvious and choose to believe an infinitely less plausible myth that everything just came about by accident. (Psa. 19:1; Rom. 1:20)
· They reject creation because they do not want to be accountable to the One who as Creator has the right to tell them what to do. (Rom. 1:21-22)

· They want to do what is right in their own eyes. (Deut. 12:8; Prov. 12:15a; 21:2)
