I.    WHY JESUS MUST RETURN TO EARTH
A.
God’s Person demands it.
· The promises of the Father: God made 333 prophecies regarding the coming Messiah. 

· Only 109 prophecies were fulfilled during Christ’s First Coming.  
· This leaves 224 prophecies to be fulfilled during His Second Coming. 
· The statements of the Son.
· In His Upper Room Discourse (John 14:1-3)

· In His Olivet Discourse (Matt. 24:27, 30-31, 36-39, 42-44; 25:31)

· In the Book of Revelation (Rev. 3:11; 22:7; 22:12; 22:20)
· The inspiration of the Holy Spirit.

· Through Paul (1 Cor. 1:4-7; Phil. 3:20; Col. 3:4; 1 Thes. 3:13; 4:16-17)
· Through the author of Hebrews (Heb. 9:28)
· Through James (Jam. 5:7-8)
· Through Peter (1 Pet. 1:13; 5:4)

· Through John (1 John 3:2)

B.
God’s program demands it.
· The program for the church (Acts 15:13-17)
· The sequence is (1) the gathering of the church (vs. 14); (2) the return of Christ (vs. 15-16a); (3) the setting up of the kingdom (vs. 16b); (4) the subjection of the nations (vs. 17) 

· The program for the nations (Joel 3:11-13; Matt. 25:31-33; Rev. 14:14-16)
· The program for Israel (Rom. 11:25-27)
C.
God’s priorities demand it.
· The exaltation of Christ – Jesus in His First Coming humbled Himself. (Phil. 2:7-8) 

· Jesus must be exalted. (Psa. 22:27-28; Matt. 25:31; 26:63-64; Luke 21:25-27; Rev. 1:7)
· The position of Satan – He is ruler of this world. (John 12:31; 14:30; 16:11)
· Jesus must take back the earth from Satan. (Heb. 2:14; Rev. 20:1-3, 10)
· The hope of the saints – Jesus won’t give His children false hope. (Phil. 1:6; 1 Thes. 4:16-18; 2 Thes. 1:6-7; Tit. 2:11-13; 1 Pet. 1:7-8; 1 John 3:2)
II.   THE SECOND COMING AS DESCRIBED IN REVELATION (Rev. 19:11-21)
A.
The Return of the Conqueror (vs. 11-13 & 15a)
· He rides the traditional white horse of a victorious general. (vs. 11)
· He wears many crowns (Gk. “diadema”) showing he alone is ruler. (vs. 12)
· His robe is dipped in the blood of his enemies. (vs. 13; Isa. 63:2-4)

· He wages war with the sword in his mouth. (vs. 15a; Rev. 2:16)
B.
The Regiments of the Conqueror (vs. 14)
· 1st Regiment – The church – the bride of Christ (vs. 7-8; 1 Thes. 3:13)
· 2nd Regiment – The Old Testament saints – the wedding guests (vs. 9) 
· 3rd Regiment – The tribulation saints (Rev. 6:9-11)
· 4th Regiment – The holy angels (Matt. 25:31; 2 Thes. 1:7)
C.
The Reign of the Conqueror (vs. 15b-16)
· He will rule nations with a rod of iron. (vs. 15; Psa. 2:8-9; Rev. 2:26-27)
· He will be “King of Kings and Lord of Lords” – absolute rule. (vs. 16) 
D.
The Retribution of the Conqueror (vs. 17-21)
· An angel gathers all the scavenger birds of the world for supper. (vs. 17-18)
· The Antichrist and the false prophet are immediately seized and thrown alive into the lake of fire. (vs. 19-20; Matt. 13:41-42; Rev. 14:10-11)
· These are the first two persons to be cast into the special place prepared for Satan and his angels. (Matt. 25:41; Rev. 20:10)

· The leaderless armies gathered at Armageddon will be instantly killed by the spoken word of Christ. (vs. 21) – It will take 7 months to bury all the bodies. (Ezek 39:12-13)
