JEREMIAH’S PROPHECIES REGARDING THE MESSIAH
Selected Verses 
I.     
THE MESSIAH WILL BE OF THE SEED OF DAVID
A.
The prophecies (Jere. 23:5; 33:15)   
B.
The fulfillment (Luke 1:30-33; Rom. 1:3)
1. Jesus’ step father, Joseph, was a direct descendant of David. (Matt. 1:1-17)
·    If there had still been a king in Israel at Christ’s birth, it would have been Joseph.
·    Joseph had the legal right to the throne of David.

2. Jesus’ mother, Mary, was a direct descendant of David through his son Nathan. (Luke 3:23-38)
II.    
THE MESSIAH WILL NOT BE A DESCENDANT OF JECONIAH, THE LAST KING OF JUDAH 
A. The prophecy (Jere. 22:30)
B. The fulfillment (Luke 3:23-38)
1. Matthew traces the line of David through Solomon and Jeconiah to Joseph.
·    The legal right of the throne passed from Solomon through Jeconiah to Joseph.
·    Because Joseph is not Jesus’ biological father, Jesus is qualified to reign on the throne of David during the Millennial Kingdom.
2. Luke traces the line of David through Nathan to Mary bypassing Jeconiah and his curse, because Mary was not descended from any of the kings of Judah after David.
III.   
THE MESSIAH WILL BE BORN OF A VIRGIN 
A. The prophecy (Jere. 31:22)
· “The Lord has created a new thing” – something that has never happened before (i.e., the virgin birth).

· “A woman shall encompass a man” refers to a woman bringing forth a male child without the involvement of a man in the reproductive process. (Isa. 7:14)
B. The fulfillment (Matt. 1:18; Luke 1:30-35; Gal. 4:4)
C. The significance (Heb. 2:14-15) 
1. God could not have chosen for the Messiah to be born of two human parents, because then He would not have been sinless. (Psa. 51:5; 58:3; Rom. 3:10-12, 23)
·    Sin and death entered the world and spread to all men through Adam. (Rom. 5:12)    
·    Sin passes from one generation to the next through the father’s seed. (1 Pet. 1:23)
2. God could not have chosen for the Messiah to have no human parents, because then He would not have been our Savior. (Heb. 2:17-18)
3. God could only have chosen for the Messiah to be born of a virgin through a miraculous conception. (Gen. 3:15)
·    The Messiah has both a divine and a human nature.
·    The Messiah is both a perfect representative of heaven and an ideal representative of earth.

THE MESSIAH’S BIRTH WILL INITIATE THE SLAUGHTER OF LITTLE CHILDREN
A. The prophecy (Jere. 31:15)
B. The fulfillment (Matt. 2:16-18)
V.   
THE MESSIAH’S REIGN IN THE MILLENIAL KINGDOM WILL BE BASED ON THE NEW COVENANT

A. The prophecy (Jere. 31:31-34)

1. The New Covenant will be made in the future with the whole nation of Israel. (vs. 31)

2. The New Covenant will be unlike the Mosaic covenant in that it will be unconditional. (vs. 32)

3. The New Covenant with Israel will have the following provisions:

·    There will be a change of heart. (vs. 33a; Jere. 32:38-39)
·    There will be fellowship with God. (vs. 33b; Jere. 32:40)

·    There will be knowledge of God. (vs. 34a)

·    There will be forgiveness of sins. (vs. 34b)
B. The fulfillment will take place during the Millennial Kingdom. (Rom. 11:25-27)
