JEREMIAH’S VIEW OF GOD
Jeremiah 32:17-19
0.
INTRODUCTION – Just before Jerusalem fell, Jeremiah prayed a prayer that highlights the attributes of God.
I.     
GOD IS SOVEREIGN (vs. 17a) – “Ah, Lord GOD!”
A. Sovereign – God is supreme in power and superior in position to all others. (2 Chron. 20:6)
B. The sovereignty of God means that God does what He pleases and no person, power, or circumstance can thwart His purposes. (Job 42:2; Psa. 115:3; 135:5-6; Isa. 40:22-23; 45:22-23)
II.    
GOD IS CREATOR (vs. 17b) - “You have made the heavens and the earth.”
A. Creator – Only God can create, that is, call into existence that which had no existence. (Rom. 4:17; Heb. 11:3)
B. The work of creation is uniquely a work of God; mankind cannot create things. 
C. God is greater than His creation which was brought into existence out of nothing by His spoken word. (Gen. 1:1; Psa. 33:6-9; Isa. 44:24)
D. The fact that God is our Creator means that we are all accountable to Him for how we live. (Heb. 4:13; 1 Pet. 4:5)
III.   
GOD IS OMNIPOTENT (vs. 17c) – “There is nothing too hard for You.”
A. Omnipotent – God is all powerful, having more than enough strength to do anything.
B. There is nothing that God cannot do; there is no limit to His power. (Jere. 32:27)
IV.   
GOD IS LOVE (vs. 18a) – “You show lovingkindness to thousands.”

A. Love – God is love by nature and therefore He defines love; it does not define Him.
B. God is love because love comes from God. (1 John 4:7-8, 16).

C. God’s general love for mankind manifests itself in the following ways:

· God expresses His love to all through common grace. (Psa. 145:9)
· God reveals His love through His compassion. (2 Pet. 3:9)

· God extends His love through the gospel. (Eph. 2:4-5; Tit. 3:4-7)
· God demonstrates His love through the sacrifice of His Son. (John 3:16; Rom. 5:8; 1 John 4:9-11)
V.   
GOD IS WISDOM (vs. 19a) – “You are great in counsel.”

A. Wisdom – God is ultimate wisdom. (Job 9:4a; Rom. 16:27; 1 Tim. 1:17; Jude 1:25)
B. God is the source of wisdom. (1 Chron. 22:12a; Eccl. 2:26a; Dan. 2:23a; Col. 1:9; Jam. 1:5)
C. Through Jesus Christ and the plan of salvation God supremely revealed not only His great grace, but His great wisdom. (Eph. 3:8-11)
VI.    
GOD IS OMNISCIENT (vs. 19b) – “Your eyes are open to all the ways of the sons of men.”
A. Omniscient – God knows all things, past, present and future; He is never taken by surprise.
B. Because God’s knowledge is infinite and perfect, He never needs to learn anything. (1 Sam. 2:3; Psa. 147:5; Isa. 40:13)
C. Just as there are no limits to God’s knowledge, there is nothing that we do or think that is hidden from Him. (Job 34:21; Psa. 139:1-4; Isa. 66:18a; Jere. 16:17; Rev. 2:23)

D. God is so omniscient that He knows the end from the beginning. (Josh. 23:14; Isa. 46:9-11)

VII.   
GOD IS JUST (vs. 19c) – “You … give everyone according to his ways and according to the fruit of his doings.” 
A. Just – God is a God of justice. (Deut. 32:4; Psa. 7:11; Isa. 30:18; 45:21b)
B. Because God is love, He will be just and accurate in His judgments. (Psa. 62:12)
C. Because God knows everything, including our thoughts, He will make no mistakes in His judging. (Jere. 17:10; Matt. 16:27; Rev. 22:12)

D. Because God cannot do evil, He will not pervert justice. (Job 34:10-12; Rom. 2:5-11)
