OUR TRIUNE GOD IN REVELATION
“He who comes to God must believe that He is.” – Heb. 11:6b
“It is more than just believing there is a God.  It means believing in the only true God as revealed in Scripture.” – John MacArthur

I.    GOD IS A PERSONAL BEING – HE IS KNOWABLE 
A.
Jeremiah wrote that He could be found if we search for Him. (Jere. 29:13)

B.
Peter wrote that we can know Him. (2 Pet. 3:18)
C.
Jesus said that those who know God the Father and God the Son have eternal life. (John 17:3) 
II.   GOD IS A SPIRITUAL BEING – HE IS IMMATERIAL 
A. God is spirit; He is not made up of matter. (Num. 23:19; John 4:24a)

B. God is invisible; He does not have bulk or form. (1 Tim. 1:17)
C. God is omnipresent; He cannot be confined to any one place. (Psa. 139:7-10; Jere. 23:24)

III.  GOD IS ONE GOD
A. God declared that He was one God. (Deut. 6:4)
B. God declared that there is no God besides Him. (Isa. 44:6)
C. Jesus Christ declared there is only one God. (Mark 12:29-30)
D. Paul wrote that there is only one God. (Rom. 3:30; 1 Cor. 8:4-6; 1 Tim. 2:5)
IV. GOD IS THREE DISTINCT PERSONS
A. God exists as three distinct Persons: the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. (1 John 5:7)
B. The Father, Son and Spirit are personally distinct. (Luke 10:21)
C. Note that the word for “one” in Deut. 6:4 can mean perfect unity, rather than numerical singularity. (Gen. 2:24)
V.  OLD TESTAMENT TEACHING ON THE TRINITY
A. The opening statement of Scripture – “In the beginning God …” (Gen. 1:1)

· The Hebrew word translated God is “Elohim”.

· The plural suffix “im” presents a singular God who is expressed as a plurality.

B. The creation of man – “Then God [“Elohim”] said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness.” (Gen. 1:26)

C. The destruction of the Tower of Babel – “Come, let Us go down and there confuse their language.” (Gen. 11:7)

D. Isaiah wrote quoting the words of Christ – “And now the Lord God [God the Father] and His Spirit [God the Holy Spirit] have sent Me [God the Son].” (Isa. 48:16) 

VI. NEW TESTAMENT TEACHING ON THE TRINITY
A. All three Persons of the Trinity were involved in Christ’s incarnation. (Luke 1:35)
B. All three Persons of the Trinity were involved in Christ’s baptism. (Matt. 3:16-17)

C. All three Persons of the Trinity were involved in Christ’s resurrection:

· Christ was raised by the power of the Father. (Rom. 6:4; Gal. 1:1; 1 Pet. 1:3)

· Christ was raised by the power of the Son. (John 10:18)

· Christ was raised by the power of the Holy Spirit. (Rom. 8:11)

D. All three Persons of the Trinity were involved in Christ’s atonement. (Heb. 9:14)

E. All three Persons of the Trinity are involved in our election. (1 Pet. 1:1-2)

F. All three Persons of the Trinity are involved in securing our salvation:

· God the Father establishes us in Christ. (2 Cor. 1:21-22)

· God the Son ensures that we are found blameless. (1 Cor. 1:7-8)

· God the Holy Spirit seals us with His promise. (Eph. 1:13)

G. All three Persons of the Trinity are mentioned when Christ promised another Helper.           (John 14:16; 15:26)

H. All three Persons of the Trinity are mentioned in the Great Commission. (Matt. 28:19)

I. All three Persons of the Trinity are mentioned by Paul:

· When he wrote about spiritual gifts. (1 Cor. 12:4-6)
· When he wrote his benediction for 2 Corinthians. (2 Cor. 13:14)

· When he was thankful for the brethren at Thessalonica. (2 Thes. 2:13)
J. All three Persons of the Trinity bear witness in heaven. (1 John 5:7)
