 SPIRITUAL TRUTHS REVEALED BY JESUS
"There is nothing covered that will not be revealed ..." – Matt. 10:26-33
I. THE CONTEXT
A. In Chap. 10, Jesus is focused on instructing His disciples on how to do ministry. (10:1, 11:1)

B. Jesus has warned His disciples elsewhere that they will be hated by the world and subject to persecution. (John 15:19; 17:14)

C. One emphasis in this chapter is that His disciples should not worry about how or what they should say when they are delivered up to face trial. (Matt. 10:19)
D. A second emphasis in this chapter is that His disciples should not fear their persecutors.   (Matt. 10:26, 28, 31) – This is the main point of today’s spiritual truths.   
II.  
THE FIRST SPIRITUAL TRUTH FOR WHY WE SHOULD NOT FEAR (Matt. 10:26)
“Therefore do not fear them. For there is nothing covered that will not be revealed, and hidden that will not be known.”

A. Believers should never be afraid because in the end, God will make everything right. (Rom. 2:16) 
B. Believers should not be concerned about what the world says now; we should be concerned about what God will say on judgment day. (Rom. 14:10b)
· Every believer will receive some praise, based on our motives. (Matt. 25:21; 1 Cor. 4:5)
· Every believer will receive some rewards, based on our deeds. (1 Cor. 3:12-14; 2 Cor. 5:10)
III.
THE SECOND SPIRITUAL TRUTH FOR WHY WE SHOULD NOT FEAR (Matt. 10:28)
“And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.”

A. Believers should never be afraid of those who kill the body since the harm they do is only temporary. (Psa. 37:28)
· Physical death is the maximum harm that the world can do to us; the world cannot touch our souls. (Psa. 97:10)  
· Even the bodies they destroy will one day be resurrected, and our new bodies will be far better than the ones we have now. (1 Cor. 15:42-43; 1 John 3:2)
B.
Believers should not be concerned about our life on earth; we should be concerned about our final destination. (Phil. 1:23)
· Our ultimate goal in this life should not be to maximize the length of our lives on the earth, but to maximize our fruitful labor for Jesus Christ. (Acts 20:24; Eph. 2:10) 
· The death of a believer is precious to God (Psa. 116:15) and is gain for us (Phil. 1:21).
IV. 
THE THIRD SPIRITUAL TRUTH FOR WHY WE SHOULD NOT FEAR (Matt. 10:31)

“Do not fear therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows.”
A. Believers are very dear to our heavenly Father; we are His children. (John 1:12)
· If God feeds birds that are of very little value, He is obviously going to take care of His children. (Matt. 6:26; Psa. 34:9)
B. Believers are loved and cherished by God; He will not allow any eternal harm come to us.
· God is so concerned about all the details of our lives – even the hairs of our head are numbered. (Matt. 10:30)

· He protects us down to our individual hairs. (Luke 21:17-18) 
V.  THE CONCLUDING SPIRITUAL TRUTH FOR WHY WE SHOULD NOT FEAR (Matt. 10:32-33)

“Therefore whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess before My Father who is in heaven.”

A. A true believer will openly confess Christ before the world. (Rom. 10:9; 2 Tim. 1:8)
· A person’s willingness to confess Christ before men determines Christ’s willingness to claim that person before His Father. (Rom. 1:16; 1 John 4:15)
· Christ will be faithful to those who confess Him before men. (2 Tim. 2:11-12a, 13)
B. However, this spiritual truth ends with a sobering warning: “But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father who is in heaven. (Matt. 10:33; 2 Tim. 2:12b)
