Christ, the Good Shepherd - Psalm 23
Evidence that Psalm 23 is a Messianic Psalm is verse 1 which states: “The Lord is my Shepherd.”
· Jesus describes Himself as “the good shepherd” who “gives His life for the sheep”. (John 10:11)
· The writer of Hebrews describes Christ as “the great shepherd” who works in His sheep.      (Heb. 13:20-21)
· Peter describes Christ as “the chief shepherd” who will reward His sheep. (1 Pet. 5:4)
I.   JESUS CHRIST SUPPLIES ALL OUR NEEDS
· “The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.” (vs. 1)
· “And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches … by Christ Jesus.” (Phil. 4:19)
II.   JESUS CHRIST PROVIDES US WITH REST
· “He makes me to lie down in green pastures.” (vs. 2a)
· “There remains therefore a rest for the people of God.  For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from His.” (Heb. 4:9-10)
III.   JESUS CHRIST GIVES US PEACE
· “He leads me beside the still waters.” (vs. 2b)

· “Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.” (John 14:27)
· “These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace.” (John 16:33)
IV.   JESUS CHRIST RESTORES OUR SOULS
· “He restores my soul.” (vs. 3a)
· “Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.” (Matt. 11:29)
V.   JESUS CHRIST PROVIDES US WITH GUIDANCE
· “He leads me in the paths of righteousness.” (vs. 3b)
· “If I depart, I will send Him to you.  When He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth.” (John 16:7, 13)

VI.   JESUS CHRIST GIVES US COURAGE
· “I will fear no evil; for You are with me.” (vs. 4b)

· “For He Himself has said, ‘I will never leave you nor forsake you.’” (Heb. 13:5)
VII.   JESUS CHRIST SUPPLIES US WITH COMFORT
· “Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me.” (vs. 4c)
· “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those who are in any trouble, with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.” (2 Cor. 1:3-4)

VIII.   JESUS CHRIST PROVIDES US WITH PROTECTION
· “You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies.” (vs. 5a)
· “And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.” (Phil. 4:7)

· “But the Lord is faithful, who will establish you and guard you from the evil one.” (2 Thes. 3:3)

· “ And the Lord will deliver me from every evil work and preserve me for His heavenly kingdom.  (2 Tim. 4:18)

IX.   JESUS CHRIST GIVES US GREAT BLESSINGS
· “You anoint my head with oil; my cup runs over.” (vs. 5b)

· “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.” (Eph. 1:3 – See vs. 4-14 for 9 blessings)
