 TRANSFORMATION, THE MAIN AGENDA OF THE HOLY SPIRIT
I.     
A CASE HISTORY OF TRANSFORMATION

A.  The disciples before the Crucifixion.
· They were troubled. (John 14:1)
· They were confused. (John 14:5; John 16:17-18)
· They felt abandoned. (John 14:18)
· They were afraid. (John 14:27)

· They were intimidated. (Matt. 26:56)

B.
The disciples after Pentecost.
· They had supernatural gifts. (Acts 2:5-12; Acts 3:1-10)
· They spoke with boldness. (Acts 2:14-15, 22-24, 36-38) 
· They could not be intimidated. (Acts 4:5-20)
· They had perseverance. (Acts 5:40-42) 
II.     THE TRANSFORMING POWER OF THE HOLY SPIRIT
A. We have a supernatural Helper. (John 14:16)
· Another (Greek “allos”) means another of the same kind.

· Helper (Greek “parakletos”) means one called alongside to help.

· Same kind of helper as Jesus – He filled the void when Jesus ended his earthly ministry. 

B. We have a supernatural life. (John 14:19)

· Our lives will be different because we are spiritually alive. (Eph. 2:1-5)

· We can see things from God’s perspective. (1 Cor. 2:16)

· We are able to perceive Christ’s presence in this life. (Heb. 13:5b-6)

C. We have a supernatural Teacher. (John 14:26; 16:13)

· The Holy Spirit comes in Jesus’ name, which means He teaches on Christ’s behalf.

· The Holy Spirit guides us into all truth, which refers to His work of illumination. 
(1 Cor. 2:12-14)

D. We have a supernatural peace. (John 14:27)

· The Holy Spirit imparts the peace of God to believers, a peace which surpasses all understanding and guards our hearts and minds. (Phil. 4:7)
III.    THE TRANSFORMATIONAL GOAL OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

A.
God works in us so that we will want to do and be able to do His good pleasure. (Phil. 2:13)
· The consequential result of walking by the Spirit is righteousness. (Gal. 5:16)

· We can even know when we make a Spirit-led decision. (Acts 15:28-29) 
B.
God’s ultimate will for our lives is Christlikeness. (Rom. 8:29)
· The Holy Spirit has the role of transforming us to be like Christ. (2 Cor. 3:18)

· This transformation process begins the moment we are saved. (1 Cor. 6:11)
· This transformation process is progressive, not instantaneous. (Phil. 3:12)
IV.    THE TRANSFORMATIONAL MINISTRIES OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

A. The Holy Spirit gives us a new heart so that we desire to obey Him. (Ezek. 36:26-27)

B. The Holy Spirit battles over our sinful nature. (Gal. 5:16-17)

C. The Holy Spirit produces within us the fruit of the Spirit. (Gal. 5:22-23)

D. The Holy Spirit leads us into God’s will. (Rom. 8:14; John 16:13)
E. The Holy Spirit gives us the power to minister. (Acts 1:8; 1 Cor. 2:3-4)

F. The Holy Spirit reveals to us God’s wisdom. (Rom. 11:33-35; 1 Cor. 2:6-10)

G. The Holy Spirit helps us to comprehend the thoughts of God. (1 Cor. 2:11-12; Isa. 55:8-9)

H. The Holy Spirit provides us with assurance that we are the children of God. (Rom. 8:16)

I.    The Holy Spirit ministers to us through other believers. (1 Cor. 12:7; Eph. 4:11-13)

J. The Holy Spirit intercedes for us before God. (Rom. 8:26-27)
